U.S. Department of Labor Approves New Respirator Fit Testing Protocols to Protect Workers from Airborne Contaminants
OSHA issued a final rule, effective on 9/26/2019 providing employers with two new fit testing protocols for ensuring that employee’s respirators fit properly.
